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SOME NATIVE PARASITES OF DACINAE (fam .. 
TRYPETIDAE) IN QUEENSLAND.

SUMMARY. 
During studies concerned primarily with Queensland hosts of the Dacinae (fam. Trypetidae) 

:some species of native braconids were recorded. Two, possibly four, of these attack Strumeta 

tryoni (Frogg.), the most important economic fruit fly in the State. 

It is apparent that parasitism by these native species is of little economic importance, and 

llheir occurrence in commercial fruit is comparatively rare. 

INTRODUCTION. 

Earlier workers in southern Queensland have consistently recorded 
oraconid parasites of fruit flies. Records were published under the names of 
·Opiits sp., Opiits· tryoni Cameron and Diachasrna tryoni (Cameron) (Tryon 
1895, 1906, 1914, 1916; E. Jarvis 1913; H. Jarvis 1922, 1924, 1926; and 
Perkins and Hardy 1925). Others have existed merely as specimens in 
the collection and a~ entries in Departmental records. In addition, two 
ichneumon and two chalcid parasites were recorded (H. Jarvis 1925), but 
~specimens of these are not available for study. · 

A notable contribution to our knowledge of the braconid parasites of 
Dacinae in North Queensland resulted from the search by N. L. H. Krauss 
for parasites which might be of value in helping to control Strwrneta dorsalis 
,{Hendel) in Hawaii. Several unnamed species were collected and described 
\(Fullaway 1950, 1951). 

For some years one of us has been interested in Queensland hosts of 
the Dacinae (May 1953), and during the associated breeding work parasite 
records were kept as a secondary project. Although large numbers of fruit 
~samples were collected from many parts of Queensland, only comparatively 
few parasites emerged. These and associated records prior to April 1954 are 
·presented as List 1, in which parasite and fruit fly host names are arranged 
.alphabetically. The plant host of the particular fruit fly species is given with 
·the locality, the date, the collector's name where acknowledgement is required, 
:and the actual numbers of parasites and flies which emerged from the fruit 
:samples. Where these numbers are not available, relevant notes are supplied. 
·Only one of the earlier records is included in this list, as in the absence of 
.-correlated trypetid specimens parasites cannot be referred specifically to hosts. 
Fruit fly-parasite relationships are given in List 2.

DISCUSSION. 

Opius tryoni, the only parasite recognised specifically by early workers, and 
therefore apparently given considerable publicity, was introduced into Hawaii by 
:Silvestri in 1913 to combat Ceratitis capitata Wied. (Silvestri 1914) . .Although 
this braconid is associated with several fruit fly hosts, it is resfricted to 
southern Queensland and is by no means the dominant species in the State. 
Several others, particularly 0. kraitssi and 0. fietcheri, are often as prevalent 
:as 0. tryoni and have a wider distribution. It is of interest that Stritrneta 
tryoni, the most important economic fruit fly in the State, is attacked by two, 
and possibly four, native braconids. 
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When the number and variety of fruit samples providing these parasite 
records (May 1953) are considered, it is apparent that parasitism of fruit 
flies by native species is of little economic importance. Furthermor~, 
parasitism of fruit fly in commercial fruit is a comparatively rare occurrence. 
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
